(An individual teacher may assign specific goals to his/her students.)

EXPECTATIONS:

Our expectations of the students include the following:

1. Effort

2. Participation

3. Completion of assignments

4. Familiarity with and application of skills

5. Care of materials and artwork

6. Receptiveness to new ideas

7. Respect of self and others

8. Safety with tools, and

9. Responsibility to request individual instruction when needed

POLICIES:

The art department policies include the following:

1. Attend class regularly – instruction, demonstrations, and classroom interaction are critical and difficult to make up

2. Ask permission for use of art materials

3. Respect the work and property of all individuals

4. Clean up work area and contribute to the order of the room
